| Application Procedures

1. All applications should be submitted at www.apply.shu.edu.cn.
2. After confirmation, students shall pay the application fee through bank
transfer (please write your name and application fee on the cash

remittance) or go to the Financial Office of CIE at Shanghai University.

3. The school will check the qualifications. The student will get feedback
in 15 days after the completion of application at our website.

4. Students accepted will receive admission files after 15 workdays,
including letter of admission, visa application form (JW202) and so on.
